Pony Rules

2010


Official Major League Baseball and PONY Rules shall apply with the following exceptions/clarifications:

1. Pony teams shall consist of a maximum 13 players/team.

2. Rainout shall be determined first by King Count Parks Rainout line and second by coaches and umpire, with the umpire having final decision.
3. Official score will be kept, with a game defined as 7 innings or until dark as agreed upon between coaches and umpire with the umpire having final decision.
4. Each team shall have 9 uniformed players to start the game.
5. The batting order shall be continuous, consisting of all players present.  Players arriving late to the game shall be added to the bottom of the line-up.
6. A pitcher may not throw more than 85 pitches per day.  Following is the pitcher required minimum rest schedule following a game pitched:
· Up to 49 pitches, 24 hours rest 

· 50 - 65 pitches, 48 hours rest 

· 66 - 85 pitches, 72 hours rest (may continue to complete batter after pitch count reached)
This rule is to help protect the young players’ arms, to prevent sore arms, to prevent serious arm injuries and to encourage the development of more pitchers on a Pony team.
7. Pony coaches shall communicate to each other, after each game, final score, pitcher’s names, and number of pitches thrown by each pitcher.  Home scorekeeper for intraleague games shall be the final determinant of pitch counts.
8. Once removed from the line-up, the pitcher may reenter the game, but can NOT pitch in the same game again.
9. There is a 10 run rule in effect after the fifth inning (i.e. the home team is leading by 10 or more runs going into the bottom fifth inning, the game is officially over.  Additionally, if the home team has a lead of 10 runs in the bottom of the 5th inning, the game is officially over

10. Any player in the starting line-up who has been removed for a substitute, may re-enter the game.
11. The slide or avoid a collision rule is in effect.  If collision occurs between the base runner and the defensive player while play is being made, or in process of being made, the base runner will be ruled as out.

12. No minors are allowed to coach bases.
